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      Patients MRI Appointment/Information Sheet
1. The MRI appointment desk is open from 0730-1600, Monday through Friday.  A radiologist will review and categorize each request.

2. Read this form in its entirety prior to your scheduled appointment and prepare any questions that you may have prior to your arrival.  You must arrive 15 minutes prior to your exam.   If you arrive after your scheduled appointment time, the examination may be CANCELED and you will have to be re-evaluated by your physician and a new order put in place.
3. If there is a possibility that you may be pregnant, contact your physician before undergoing any radiographic/MRI examination.  The examination may be rescheduled until the onset of your next menstrual cycle.

4. The examination may take 45-90 minutes to complete.  You should empty your bladder and bowel before beginning the examination.  The exam is done with you lying in a tube that is slightly larger than most patients.  You must lie very still during the entire time you are in the scanner.  If you have problems with being in a confined space (claustrophobia) consult your physician.  

5. **MRI exams are special examinations that use a very strong magnetic field, radio waves and computers to obtain detailed images of various parts of the body.  No x-rays are used.  DO NO ENTER THE SCAN ROOM WITH OR WEARING: eyeglasses, removable dental work, hearing aid, jewelry, wallet, money clip, coins, credit cards, pens, pencils, keys, pocket knives, metal buttons or zippers, belt buckles, hairpins, brassiere with metal hooks or under wiring, safety pins, or any other removable metal objects.  Patients with metal devices or fragments within their body may NOT BE ELIGIBLE FOR THE STUDY AND MAY BE IN DANGER IF THEY HAVE THE EXAMINATION.  If you have ever had surgical placement of a metal joint, plate, pacemaker, or other device, or if you have been injured with metal fragments or wires that may lie within your body, CONSULT YOUR PHYSICIAN SO THAT NECESSARY MEASURES MAY BE TAKEN.  Makeup should not be worn due to metallic components that may interfere with the exam. 
6. This procedure MAY/MAY NOT involves the necessary injection of Gadolinium (contrast material).  It is injected directly into the vein to better enhance and visualization the body tissues and related structures. 

7. The contrast material may make you feel nauseated or give you the sensation of coolness in the veins.  These are common and minor reactions.  If you have ever had a serious reaction from contrast injection, notify the technologist IMMEDIATELY.
8.  Children are not allowed unaccompanied in Radiology (MRI).
9. Only the patient receiving care will be allowed in the exam room.  This policy was set in place for the safety of patients and others and to allow the technologist to provide the highest standard of care, free of distractions.
