CLERKSHIP OVERVIEW

The Rotation

Welcome to Eisenhower Army Medical Center Family Medicine Residency!  We are pleased to have the opportunity to get to know you!

Student physicians will see a broad range of patients with their staff and resident preceptors.  Students will have the opportunity to participate in, and direct, the healthcare of children, adults, the elderly, and the pregnant.  In addition to ambulatory clinics, students will serve as a member of the inpatient team and participate in a variety of procedure clinics (colposcopies, minor surgeries, exercise treadmill testing, osteopathic manipulation treatment, acupuncture, and vasectomies), and sports medicine clinics.  Formal didactic sessions will include daily morning reports and after clinic conferences as well as a weekly residency lecture session.  Informal training will occur with staff and resident preceptors.

The Site 
EAMC Family Medicine Residency is truly a unique program in that it is housed in a large medical center which affords boundless opportunities to interact with every subspecialty, yet embodies a small hospital community where residents exercise autonomy when taking care of their patients.   Family Medicine residents are considered peers to our specialty colleagues and are encouraged to learn from one-on-one patient experiences and didactics.  We embody a “family” atmosphere where teaching is considered a privilege and joy.   Students are an essential part of our quest for teaching excellence.  You will be considered an integral part of the team and are invited, even encouraged to participate in any and all residency events during your stay! 

Eisenhower AMC is located on Ft. Gordon, GA, home of the Army Signal Corps.  It is just west of Augusta, GA, home of the Masters( Golf tournament each April.  It is a 470-bed facility that serves as a referral center for the Southern Medical Command (SRMC). The state-of-the-art Family Medicine Clinic (FMC) provides outpatient care to active duty soldiers, their dependents, and retiree beneficiaries. More than 100,000 patient visits occur in the FMC each year.   The climate is perfect for year-round outdoor activities.

· Where and when do I report on my first day?
All students rotating through Eisenhower for a Family Medicine rotation should report to Morning Report in the Family Medicine Clinic Conference Room at 0730 on the day of their arrival.   Following Morning Report, Dr. Farnell (or his surrogate) will meet all new students and arrange for an orientation to the rotation and the Family Medicine Department.  You will also spend the morning in-processing in the hospital (Provost Marshal, Medical Library, Infection Control, etc) starting at the GME office on the 11th Floor.
· What uniform do I need to bring?  Will I need my white coat?
You may wear Class B's or ACUs (or other service branch equivalents)-your preference.  White coat is not necessary.
Weekly schedule (including Call/weekends)

DAILY SCHEDULE - Posted on Student Room door by 0730 each Monday. Will include ½ day clinics w/ various providers, procedural clinics, and lectures. (Afternoon clinic starts at 1245 except Thursday [clinic starts at 1340]).
FMED/INPATIENT-Each student will do one week (Sun-Fri) on our inpatient service.  You will start at 0800 on Sunday am in the Family Medicine Conference room, and are expected to take one night call during the week.  What you put into this week is what you’ll get out of it.  Do not expect spoon-fed learning. 
CALL SCHEDULE – USUHS and HPSP will do call while on inpatient only (see above).

MORNING REPORT - M,T,W,F - 0730 Family Medicine Conference Room.  BE ON TIME! Participate!

DIDACTIC INSTRUCTION - Thursday am from 0800 - 1200 is the weekly residency academic time. Schedule of upcoming topics is posted in hallway.  Read ahead of time to better prepare yourself and enhance learning.
AFTER CLINIC CONFERENCE - M, T, W, Th - 1630-1700 in the FM Conference Room.  Participate!

Other rotation requirements

CLINIC EVALS - All students should provide the appropriate evaluation form to preceptors after clinic session. USUHS 3rd Years have their own form; all others use the standard evaluation form (both found in the student room).  This is the primary source of my information for your final evaluation, so the more of these I receive, the more accurately my final evaluation will reflect your performance.  Give one to the inpatient staff and residents while on inpatient service.
FAMILY STUDY/HOME VISIT – Required during the third year clerkship.  Please refer to the USUHS clerkship manual for the requisite components in completing this report.  Patients will be identified for you in advance to maximize your learning.  Alternatively, you may chose a patient you encounter early in your clerkship to foster continuity.  We ask you to take this assignment very seriously as our patients are opening their homes to you and your reports are used to help plan patient care.  Submit 2 copies at end of rotation (one to me, and one to the patient's PCM).  

LOG BOOK/PASSPORT - All 3rd Year students must complete.  Please be as thorough as possible.  Notify Dr. Farnell at the mid-point if you are having trouble completing your requirements.  Use this documentation process to reinforce attention to preventive health maintenance.  Submit at middle and end of rotation to me.
EXAMS - A final exam will be given to 3rd year students at the end of the rotation.  Third year USUHS students will also participate in an Objective Skills Clinical Examination (OSCE) during their exam day.
TEXT (S) - You should bring with you one of the standard FM textbooks.  Suggested books include the following—make sure to find a book that works for you:  

Swanson’s Family Medicine Review by Alfred F Tallia MD MPH FAAFP, Joseph E. Scherger MD MPH, and Nancy Dickey MD

Family Practice Examination and Board Review, Second Edition by Mark Graber and Jason K Wilbur

Primary Care Medicine: Office Examination and Management of the Adult Patient (Primary Care Medicine (Goroll)) by Allan H Gorroll

Taylor’s Manual of Family Medicine (Spiral Manual Series) by Paul M Paulman, Audrey A Paulman, and Jeffery D Harrison

Case Files Family Medicine, Second Edition (LANGE Case Files) by Eugene Toy, Donald Briscoe, Bal Reddy, and Bruce Britton

Reading should be an integral part of an ongoing reading program throughout the rotation.  Read at least one chapter at night on what you saw that day in clinic and one chapter on a new diagnosis.

CLINIC EXPECTATIONS

· Introduce yourself to your preceptor.  Get an idea of how they would like the clinic to run.
· Introduce yourself to the patient - "Good morning, I'm Student-Doctor Smith working with Dr. Jones today." 

· Take and document a directed but appropriately thorough history and physical exam.

· Look up medications, lab results, and rads as appropriate. 

· Generate a differential diagnosis list (include “most likely” and “most deadly” and 3 things in-between) and form an assessment based on the above.

· Present the case briefly but thoroughly to the preceptor (3 minutes or less) following the SOAP format.

· Formulate a treatment plan based on the assessment.

· Write accurate, legible and complete SOAP note based on above.  Make sure you include additional information from preceptor's interaction with you and the patient.  Remember patient education and preventive strategies when appropriate.

· Update your logbook.

· Give preceptor an evaluation sheet after the clinic. Ask for feedback before you conclude that day.
GOING THE EXTRA MILE

· Give a morning report case presentation.  Seek guidance from FMED residents in organizing the presentation.

· Present a case to After Clinic Conference.

· Actively participate in morning report discussions, Journal Club, lectures, ULTIMATE FRISBEE, etc.

Lodging information

Most students are lodged at the BOQ, Griffith Hall. It is a 5-minute walk from the hospital/clinic. You can make arrangements for the BOQ by contacting Ms. MeShawn Windley in the GME office at 706.787.1648 (DSN 773-1648) at least 2 weeks prior to arrival. She should give you a lodging confirmation number. If you bring a POV, you will need to register it with Fort Gordon with a valid driver’s license, vehicle registration, and proof of insurance. If the vehicle isn’t registered in your name, then you will need power of attorney or a signed, notarized letter from the owner authorizing their permission for you to operate the vehicle at Fort Gordon.

Directions/Maps

Ft. Gordon is most easily accessed off of I-20. Take I-520, the Bobby Jones Expressway, to the Gordon Highway exit (Exit 3A) and head west. Go approximately 3 miles to Gate 1 and turn left onto the Post.  From there, follow the signs to Eisenhower or the BOQ.

AREA ATTRACTIONS

Fort Gordon offers many activities such as comprehensive gyms, 50 meter indoor pool, bowling alley, movie theater, regionally recognized golf course, sportsman’s club, and many lakes for fishing.  The Fort Gordon Recreation Complex, located on the beautiful 71,000 acre Clark’s Hill Lake, offers ski boat and kayak rentals, beach volleyball, swimming beach, picnic areas, and rental cabins.   The Augusta area has over 100 miles of single track mountain biking trails, 120,000 acre Sumter National Forest, 5 local and state parks, home of the Professional Disc Golf Association course, Augusta Green Jackets minor league baseball, Augusta Symphony, and historic downtown Augusta.  Atlanta, historic Charleston, SC and Savannah, GA, and the Great Smokey Mountains are all within a short 3 hour drive.  If interested, plan on some fun weekend getaways to any of these popular destinations while you’re here.
ADDITIONAL TIPS

· Have your housing arranged prior to your arrival.  Please contact GME coordinator ASAP if you are having trouble arranging housing.

· Though on-post housing is convenient, bring a car if at all possible.

· Getting onto post in the mornings can take a while at Gate 1.  100% ID check is in effect.  Please plan accordingly if you are arriving from off-post.  Do not attempt to enter through Gates 2 or 5. You will have time to get your vehicle registered at Darling Hall during your first day-bring registration in your name (or POA to use vehicle if in another's name).

· DO NOT TALK ON CELL PHONE WHILE DRIVING ON POST.  Post starts at the light at Gate 1.

· You're going to love it here-expect to work hard and have a good time!
